CAMPGROUND RULES

All vehicles must register upon entry and have a valid car
pass visible at all times.

1. Check in time is 2:00 PM and check out time is 12:00 noon.

2. Quiet hours are from 10:00 PM until 7:00 AM. No loud noise at any time.

3. Ten (10) Day Use passes are available daily; 8AM to 8 PM; $6.00 per vehicle.
4. The maximum number of people per site is eight (8).

5. Two (2) vehicles and a maximum of two (2) (any combination) RV’s or trailered
watercrafts are allowed at each campsite.

6. One (1) guest vehicle per site from 8:00 AM to 8:00 PM for a $6.00 fee.

7. No off-road vehicles are allowed in the park (i.e. motorcycles, four-wheelers, etc.).
8. The collection of firewood is prohibited.
9. Nails, tacks, etc., may not be attached to trees.

10. Camping is allowed in designated sites only.

11. Moving tables outside of campsites is prohibited and moving firepits is prohibited.
A replacement fee of a minimum of $100 will be charged to your campsite.
12. All dogs must always be on a leash of no more than six (6) feet and under the control

of a responsible person and may not be left unattended at any time.

13. Fishing, swimming, and/or lingering around the launch ramp and dock is

PROHIBITED AT ALL TIMES.

14. FIRES ARE ALLOWED ONLY IN DESIGNATED FIRE PITS AND CAN NOT
BE LEFT UNATTENDED. PLEASE PUT YOUR FIRE OUT BEFORE LEAVING
YOUR CAMPSITE!!

PLEASE NOTE: In the event of a power outage, the Ruth Rec generators will be on to provide water
and electricity to Ruth Rec Campground (even after 10pm).
